Dale Gustafson 
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At the May meeting of the 

DuPage Woodworkers Barry 

Newstat presented a program 
about using templates to cre-

ate and shape the legs for his 

tables.  He spoke briefly 
about sharpening and was de-

liberate to point out that most everyone who 

cared about sharp tools had their own “best” 

method for achieving the sublime edge.  In 
Barry’s case it was delightful to see the fine 

and wispy shavings (not dust) his tools pro-

duced, and just as enjoy-
able to hear the sounds of 

the tools t r a v e l i n g 

over the wood.   

He went on to explain 
that al- though eve-

r y o n e strives to 

make the legs for a 
piece iden- tical it’s very 

difficult for the eye to 

catch minor di fferences 

when the piece is as-
s e m b l e d .  Barry spoke 

briefly about wood selection, sanding for fin-

ishing and the types of finishes he uses.  To 
conclude, he briefly described classes he is 

offering that revolve around hand tools.   

Two are currently available. Basics of Hand 

Tools which is a discussion of tuning and 
sharpening a variety of hand tools, including 

block and bench planes, spoke shaves, bench 

chisels and some carving chisels.  The other 
class is Hands-on Basics of Hand Tools which is 

an interactive lesson intended to develop the 

skills discussed in Basics of Hand Tools.  Stu-

dents will supply their own tools and lessons 

will include tuning and sharpening those tools 
with focus on planes, spokeshaves and chisels.

Woodshop Dust Control by 

Sandor Nagyszalanczy 
(whew!). Paraphrasing his 

Introduction, he writes: Up 

until a few years ago, the 

primary means of dust col-
lection was a simple broom 

and dustpan.  But 21st-century 

woodworkers are much more aware of the im-
pact of wood dust on their respiratory 

health.  They are also aware of the fire danger 

that sawdust poses to their shops. 

Fortunately, technology and product de-
sign have kept pace with the current trend to 

make dust collection as much a part of a wood-

shop as electricity and lighting.  Some things 
about dust control haven't changed since the 

earliest days of woodworking.  Sawdust is still 

a nuisance, a messy by-product that's hard to 

avoid.  Our machines churn out great heaps of 
chips and shavings that combust all too read-

ily.  They also throw a tone of fine wood dust 

into the air, which as medical studies reveal, 
can pose a significant health hazard.  There-

fore, it's important to have a goo dust control 

system in your shop. 

Probably the hardest part of dealing with 
dust is knowing which devices and methods to 

choose from among the vast assortment of col-

lection,filtration and ventilation devices cur-

rently available.  One class of devices, includ-

ing shop vacs and central collectors, is de-
signed to capture dust at its source.  These de-

vices provide the most direct and efficient 

means of dust control.  Airborne dust can be 
abated by several different secondary control 

methods, including ventilation and air filtration 

or by wearing protection device such as dis-

posable masks and replaceable cartridge res-
pirators. 

This book presents all the latest informa-

tion you'll need to choose and implement dust 
control in your shop.  Everything you need to 

know is explained in layperson's terms.  Also, 

there are lots of suggestions for how to achieve 

your dust control goals without breaking you 
bank account. 

This book's chapters progress from simple 

dust control measures, such as wearing a dust 
mask and ventilating the shop, to more com-

plex means of capturing and filtering dust, 

from shop vacs and portable collectors up to 

full central collection systems.  The last four 
chapters are devoted to all the necessary steps 

for an central control system from choosing a 

collector and designing the ductwork, to hook-
ing up machines, to fine tuning the system for 

best performance. 

All in all, a fine book if you're looking to 

build a dust control system from "scratch" or to 
modify your current system.
