I
would like to Identify 3 of
them. The first one is How
| To Build 35 Great Clocks, by
_ |Joseph Daniele. Obviously,
““Ithe book covers most types
of clocks complete with work-
ing plans, drawings, and instructions. It is di-
vided into five sections; they cover 1) Simple
Wall, or Plaque-style, Clocks; 2 )Shelf Clocks:
3) Wall Clocks; 4) Tall Case Clocks; and 5)
Weather Stations. This book also has an Ap-
pendix which includes suppliers (it would be
interesting to see how many of these suppliers
are still in business; several names are famil-
iar, but I'm sure several have ceased supply-
ing.. The Appendix also contains Finishing
Suggestions and Techniques.

The second book is titled How To Build
Shaker Furniture, Revised Edition, by Thos.
Moser. The book, in addition to containing in-
formation about the Shaker Style, Materials,
necessary Tools, and Building Processes, also
includes over 50 measured drawings. About
the book, Moser writes, "The designs con-
tained herein descend from the shaker tradi-
tion which flourished a long time ago, yet has

relevance to us in the 2Ist cen-

ry. These designs are not copies of an-
tiques. They are, rather, an attempt at per-
petuating one small aspect of a vision which
fell prey to economic and stylistic pressures
over 125 years ago. I would like to think that
the furniture pieces described here represent
a continuation and an improvement on what I
have called 'The Shaker style'." This is a beau-
tifully written and illustrated book by Thos.
Moser. (Of course, I am very partial to the
Shaker style of furniture construction.)

The title of the third book is The Kaleido-
scope Book, A Spectrum of Spectacular Scopes
to Make, edited byThom Boswell. I haven't had
a chance to really look at this book yet, so if
anyone wants to write a review of this book, it
would be greatly appreciated.
